
4-H & F.F.A. SHEEP 
Refer to “Notice to Exhibitors” rules 2&3 for entry dates. 

1.  All livestock will be accepted throughout the day, THURSDAY Sheep will be weighed-

in between 5 p.m., and 7 p.m.  THURSDAY. Sheep may be accepted prior to this time with prior 

approval. 

2.   Exhibitors must be the bona fide owners of all entries for 60 days. 

3.  Registration papers must be presented and checked at the livestock office by 9 a.m., 

FRIDAY and any and all deficiencies cleared by this time. 
4.  All entries in group entries must be of one breed in All Other Breeds Classes. 

5.  Flock numbers shall be used to identify all entries.  Numbers shall be on regular and 

practical tags attached to the ear or tattooed in the ear. An exhibitor may not use the same flock 

numbers on more than one animal during any two consecutive years. REGISTRATION 

NUMBERS MAY NOT BE USED AS FLOCK NUMBERS. Flock numbers and breeder’s 

initials, name or association prefix shall be on regular and practical tags attached to the ear or 

tattooed to the ear.  

6.    For yearlings and lambs bred by the exhibitor, LAMBS MUST SHOW LAMB TEETH. 

7.   Animals must remain on the fairgrounds until 5:00 p.m., SUNDAY. 

8.     Showmanship animal and exhibitor must be properly groomed.

cutability. Yield Grade 2.5 to 3.5.
